
Input Wanted: FCC’s Broadband Data Collection 

Challenge Process 
 

The Federal Communications Commission's (FCC) new draft National Broadband Map 

shows broadband availability at a more granular level, compared with the FCC’s prior 

map that was based on the Census block level. The Broadband Serviceable Location 

Fabric is a common dataset of all locations (or structures) in the U.S. where fixed 

broadband internet access service is or can be installed. All of these Broadband 

Serviceable Locations appear as points on the FCC’s National Broadband Map. 

Governmental entities, service providers, residents, businesses, and other third parties 

are encouraged to review the map for accuracy and submit bulk challenges to the Fabric  

to identify missing and incorrect locations by January 13, 2023.  

 

This is an important step in the FCC’s broadband data collection effort since most of the 

broadband money in the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law is required to be allocated by  

formula according to the data found in the National Broadband Map. More information  

can be found here.
