   County Manger Carl Classen recognized Randy Patterson as the new airport manager.  
   County Manager Carl Classen reported on the revenues and expenditures through November 30, 2014.  

Eastern Aviation comes out once a year for inspection and the recent visit was a negative report.  They had recommendations for filters to be changed and a few other items to be updated.  The quality of fuel was still satisfactory.
   County Manager Carl Classen spoke about the fuel sales; 124,000 gallons precedes any prior usage.  There were a number of uncollected fuel sales between April 1 and October 30, 2014 totaling $23,316.45; $10,485.63 collected and $11,940.98 outstanding.  A fuel payment policy has been put in place as of October 22, 2014.  This policy states that the fuel has to be paid by 10:00am on Monday mornings or their credit card that is on file will be credited.   
   Chairman Benfield inquired if there was a fuel man card or aviation fuel card available.
   County Manager Carl Classen reported about monthly leases, transient leases and the paperwork to hunt on the airport property.

B.Set‑Off Debt Program

     County Manager Carl Classen stated that the set-off debt program is a mechanism that will allow the Airport Authority to collect debt that is owed to them.  
     Finance Director Paula Roach reported that the Revenue Department and EMS Department uses this process now.  If there is a debt a letter is sent out that states the amount due and they have 30 days to call to appeal the debt and request a hearing. Then they can provide that the bill is not theirs or set up a payment program. After 30 days without appeal, it is sent to state that sits there for 10 years for payment or waiting to be garnished from wages. Some 
counties puts in a 30 year program.  Amount of debt is at least $50.00 or accumulative bill. Carl advised that the reason the airport needs to adopt this is because the Airport Authority is a separate entity from the County.
